He matriculatd to line aftr his freshman year and was a
remendous offensive end. He not only had outstanding hands as a receiver, but also was a great blocker
who opencd up big hols for the running backs. His size and aglity proved menacing (0 opponents in
his posiion as defensive end as well

Jim was a member of the 1944 State Class A Championship team and played with fellow PHS
Hall of Famers, Arthur Adamopoulos, Dick Koen, Buddy Roche and Henry Pelcter
He was named 10 the Boston All-Scholastc Team and chosen for the North Shore All-Star Team that
defeated the Suburban All-Strs 19 0 6. Jim had an outstanding game, contributng on both the
offensive and defensive end positions to help soldify the win

Jim took his athletcism from the football field to the basketbal court during the winter monhs
He excelled as the starting center for the Tanners.  Although known primarly for his rebounding and
ot blocking skils, he was also a threat in the paint and conisibuted offensively in every game.

After his playing days were over, Jim gave back to Peabody High School athletis by becoming
a coach and mentor 0 the young offensive and defensive linemen. A role he enjoyed for many years.
He retird from the City of Peabody Water Depariment aftr a very successful carcer

Jim has three children: a daughier, Patricia, and two sons, James and fellow PHS Hall of Fame
inductee, Mare McDorald.
