Few people remember that girls' sports did exist in the 19405, but those who do certainly
remember the outstanding girls'basketball team of 1941. Led by Nikki Sclavounos, who was the high
scorerinmost o their games,the 1941 gils' basketball team captured the "North Shore Championship”
and topped that honor by winning the New England Championship". This was the irst and only time:
in the history of Peabody High School that a girls' basketball team achieved this honor. What Nikki
remembers best of her basketball days is how diffcult it was for girls to receive recognition for their
success and the wonderful friendships she formed with her teammates. Nikki went on to be the co-
captain o the 1942 team,.

Inaddition to her standout basketballcareer, Nikki partiipated in track, softball, and gymnas-
tics. She was selected the "Best Female Athlete"inthe class of 1942 and was also awarded the “George
‘Peabody Medal" for excellence in scholarship.

‘After high school, NikKi attended the Fay School for Women. In the late 1940's she played
‘basketball as a member of the Lynn "Y" team. Nikki was a civilian employee of the Department of
"Defense (United States Navy) for thirty-two years.
