Lesley was a key member of Peabody's national record-setting medley relay team and
still holds the Massachusetts indoor two-mile record with a time of 10:19.

‘After graduation, Lesley matriculated at the University of Virginia where in her
sophomore year, she led the cross country team to the 1983 national collegate ross country
championship and was named to the college All-American team. Lesley also won the United
States National Championship that year and was proclaimed the top woman cross country
runner in the nation in 1983.

University, Lesley resides in Boston with her son Elliot and her husband Bruce (head coach of
