1950'. In high school George played basketball, and captained both the football and track.
teams. He was All-Scholastic in football and set a school record with a 99 yard run from
scrimmage in a game against state champion Lawrence. In track George set school records for
both the 100 and 200 yard dashes.

‘This multitalented athlete attended the University of Rhode Island on a football
scholarship. AtURI George competed in both football and track. From 1967-1984 he coached
both boys and girls track. His statistics as coach are trly remarkable: 352 victories, 77 losses
and 1 tie, for the phenomenal winning percentage of 82%. George's teams won 72 consecutive
indoor meets. Inall, George's teams won 22 league championships, 4 state championships,
and 1 all-state championship. He also coached 33 individual champions, two eastern states
champions, and four high school All-Americans. For theseoutstanding achievements George
was selected Massachusetts Track Coach of the Year in 1975 and 1978. Upon his retirementas
track coach, George was named to the Coaches Hall of Fame.

Since 1982 George has served as Athletic Director at Peabody High School. Under his
leadership the boys and girls athletic teams have achieved unequaled success.
