“Bebe" as he was known by everyone around Sherry's Corner, was an outstanding end
on the 1921 - 1924 Peabody football teams. Asa freshman, he played on the State Champion-
Ship team that rolled toa perfect 11-0 record. That team gave up only one touchdownallseason
when Marblehead scored on an nterception. The coach of thatteam was the legendary Marty
Donovan of Salem. As a reward for its outstanding season, the team was selected to play ina
postseason game in Charleston, South Carolina. Peabody losta nailbiter 13 to 7 and *Bebe”
Scored the lone PHS touchdown. Coach Donovan benched seven starters for disciplinary
reasons i the first half and during that time Charleston scored its two touchdowms.

The 1924 team named "Bebe"as Captain. Hehad an outstanding year and led PHS to the
North Shore League Championship. For his outstanding play he was selected as an All-
Scholastic end.

“Bebe" also had a tremendous baseball career at Peabody High and was a three-year
Starter for the Tanners.

As a life long resident of Peabody, "Bebe” was very active in community affairs. He
served on the DemocraticState Committee, the Peabody Library Trustees, and wasa Presiden-
tial Elector in 1964. He was an early and avid supporter of John F. Kennedy and was given the
honor of announcing at the 1960 Democratic National Convention, "Massachusetts proudly
casts its entire slate of delegate votes for the next President of the United States - John F
Kennedy."
