Loren was a three-sport athlete at Peabody High School from 1981 to 1984, excelling
in lacrosse as a standout on one of Coach Bob Danish's most successful teams that ad-
vanced far in to the state tournament. He also had a stellar career in track as a 600 yard
indoor champion. However, it was on the football field that Loren had the most success.

As a sophomore he was called to the varsity to play safety and he would lock up
that position for the next three years. During Loren’s years on the football team, the Tan-
ners underwent the fransition from Hall of Fame coaches, Arthur Adamopoulos to Ed
Nizwantowski. The Tanners maintained their stellar defense but had a metamorphosis on
offense, transitioning from Coach Adamopoulos’ running game to Coach Niz's wide open
offense, Loren was a key receiver on the 1983 PHS team that won the Greater Boston
League championship and and was also the first Tanner team to advance to the Division 1
Super Bowl. Loren's contributions on the gridion were numerous, but one outstanding
game versus Medford, he scored four touchdowns on 29, 29 and 64 yard runs and one 70
yard pass. Loren accumulated 216 yards in that 53-12 victory.

Loren's football success resulted in All Star recognition from the GBL, Peabody
Times, Lynn Item and Salem News. He was named player of the week by the Lynn Item
and Boston Globe.

For his hard work on the football field and in the classroom Loren was awarded a
full scholarship to the University of New Hampshire where he starred as a wide receiver
and earned a degree in the Classics. After college, Loren served with distinction in the
United States Marine Corps. He was able to see the world and served in the first Iraq War.

Today Loren is employed by the Danvers Savings Bank. He lives in Danvers with
his wife, Lisa, and daughters, Emily, Abigail and Rebecca. He s very active in his girls
athletic activities and is proud of their achievements both on the field and in the classroom.
