Ina key game versus St John's Prcp,
Lou went five for five and was credited with the highest consecutive single game hitting sieak. Lou was
recognized for his effors by being named 1o the Boston Globe All-Scholastictcam. Former mayor Ed Meaney,
who was writing for the Peabody Times, gave him the nickname "Scoopy" when Lou was a young kid doing.

‘Afterhigh school, Lou played basebal fo the West Roxbury Town Team inthe semi-pro Boston Park
League. His bascballcareer was cutshort when Lou entered the Marine Corps. Lou srved atour of duty on Iwo.
Jima and also played third bse for the Corps baseball eam. Because of his outstanding play, “Scoopy” caght
e e of thelegendary Conric Mack who was then the coach of the Piladelphia Atbleics. Mack recommended
him to many pro scouts including the Red Sox. Lou briefly played on a minor league team i the Boston
organization.

“After bis military service, "Scoopy” played minor league baseball (tird base) for the Chicago Cubs
organization in Fayettevill, North Caroling, which is where he met his wifc Grace. One of his eammates was
Hallof Fame pitcher Johnny Waselchuck.
