There was a period of time during his cleven year Major League Baseball piching carer during.
which John Tudor was simply th best le-handed pitche n the game. His caree rcord of 11772 translates
into glterng 61.9% winning margin while establshing 312 career ERA. John s 3 veteran of thee
‘World Seies campalgns and was a ey mermber o the 1988 World Champion Los Angeles Dodgers.

John played his high school bascball on Tanner teams that were loaded with talent including severa indi-
viduals who are also being inducted into the Hal of Fame this evening. After gradution, he atiended North
Shore Community College where e ed the tesm i both pithing and batting average for two years. His
‘potential was naiced by colege souts and John was ofere  scholarship o Georgi Southern Uriversity
Sehich played a lengthy, ighly-competitive schedule. He became the workharse of the piching staffand his
accomplishments eventually eamed hm induction intothe Georgia Southern Athletic Hal of Fame.

“The best wasyet to come, however. John was drafted by the New York Mets i 1575 but chose not to
sign. He was drafed and signed by the Red Sox in January, 1976, and n 1983 led the Red Sox ninnings
pitched,victoies, and stikeouts. John was one of those lftes wHo could win anywhere, even at Fenway.
Pk with it short leftfield wall because he knew how 0 pitch—change speeds, work i and ou, up snd
down, with pinpointcontrol. Asis sometimes thecasen majo eague sports today, John ws traded t the
Pitsburgh Pirate in 1984 and then on 0 St Louis.

From 1985 through 1988 John was oneof the mainstays of  Cardinals tesm which was the National
League representativ in two World Seie. His 1965 record of 218 with 10 shutouts and a tingy ERA. of
193 camed him a second place finish inthe Cy Young blloting thatyear. Johnis stll the t. Louis Cardinals
AllTime Career Leader in ER.A. (252) and winning percentage (705%).

John pitched for the Los Angeles Dodigers in 1988 and 1969 then had a eturn tint with the Cardinal.
He retiredafter the 1980 season due o shoulder problems which probably resulte from a broken e
fered tying tosave an opposing catcher frominury whilechasing  foul pop-up near the dugout. Even n
is st year s  pro, however, Johais record was 124 with an ERA. of 247,

‘Despite his lofty accomplishments, John never forgot his oot or hisfiends. When the baseball program at
North Shore Commaurity College was in danger of bein eliminated due to budget cuts, Tudor anonymously
areed to fund theenire program. He hasalso quiely given thousands of dollars to the Peabody Litle
League program where he got his start s 3 youth.

John has been a minor eague pitching coachfo fouryears with th Cardinal, hiladelphia Phillies, and
Texas Rangers organizatons. John and hiswie Gl eside in Middleton with their three chldren Alison,
Casey, and Corey.
