Rich's strong work ethic and extra effort paid off as he was named recipient of The “Billy Dexter Award"
which s given to the outstanding junor. In his senior year Rich was named outstanding Player of the Week for
o consecutive weeks by the Peabody Times, eared The Peabody Times Most Valuable Player Award, Salem
News All Star, Boston Globe All Scholastic and was selected to represent Peabody as a member of the Harry
Agganis All-Star Football Team. What made Rich’s senor season even more impressive is that he missed two
and half games with a knee injury and stll manage to rush for 827 yards, score 11 touchdowns and had 10 pass
interceptions, one of which he refurned for a sixty-nine yard touchdown against Lowell.

‘Coach Arthur Adamopoulos caled him the best football player on the fild, offensively and defensively.
He thought Rich was a top notch young man and one heck of a football player
Not many teams tried to pass against the Tanners, not only because Rich had great individual talent, but because
he steadied the entire defensive backfield.
