In back-to-back seasons, he handled the Gatorade Massachusefts Player of the Year, serving as
catcher for fellow Hall of Famers Jeff Allison and Ryan Moorer

‘While Garrity's quick feet and cannon arm eamned him a scholarship to the University of
Massachusetts (where he captaincd the Minutemen), he was no slouch at the plate. He hit 341 for his
career with 62 hits and 39 RBI's. A two-{ime Boston Herald bascball All-Scholastic, Garity was named
Male Athlete of the Year at PHS in 2004 and was a member of the National Honor Society.

A three-year leter winner in football as well, Garrity captained that team as a senior and camed.
he startng quarterback job as  junior. He went 15-2 asthe Tamners” starting QB (missing thrce games
in"02 due to injury), ncluding a perfect 7-0 mark at home.

“The MVP of the Agganis Bascball All-Star Game in 2004, Garriy also played in the Mass-
Connectcut al-star game. The only three-year captain in the history of the UMass baseball program,
Garrity had a great summer n the NECBL in 2005 and also played in the Cape Cod League (catching
future Cy Young winner Dallas Keuchel).

Bryan i thankful for his teammates and coaches,including city youth fixture Dave Bettencourt,
he Lightening AAU program, and high school coaches Phil Mitchell, Tony Porcello and Ed
Nizwantowski. They taught him the value of hard work, loyalty and respecting their opponent, he said.
