Lucy was not only an outstanding lacrosse and soccer player at Peabody High Schoal but also
an excellent student. She was a two-year stater as a goalie on the girls® soccer team and led the team to
the playoffs both years. In her senior year, Lucy was elected co-captain for her team, which went on to
win the GBL championship. Lucy recorded eight shutouts, and was named an All-Star for both the
Gireater Boston League and Agganis Games. In the Agganis Game, Lucy led the South t0.a 3-1 victory

Lucy's best sport was lacrosse. The program was started by fellow inductee Dan Hayes during
Lucy's freshman year and became one of the most popular at Peabody High. Lucy wasa three-year
Varsity starter, as an offensive midfielder. During her three years on the varsity, the team went 46-0 in
league competition. Her senior year, she was elected captain, and helped the Tanners win both the GBL.
and Metro League Championships. Lucy's senior year was the only time the Tamners ever went
undefeated for the entire regular season.

Perhaps the highlight of Lucy's carcer was the Waltham game late in her senior year. Trailing by
five goals at halftime, and with their undefeated season in jeopardy, Lucy won 8 of the last 10 face-offs
leading the Tanners t0 a great come from behind victory.

Lucy's accomplishments in lacrosse were many. She was the team Co-MVP, league all-star, and
the first Peabody High il nominated for All-Scholastic by both the Boston Globe and the Boston
Herald. She also represented Peabody High in the Salem News Student Athlete of the Year Award.

“The record book is full of Lucy's accomplishes. At the time of her graduation Lucy had 94 goals,
46 assists for 140 points.In the playoffs Lucy had I8 goals, 7 assists for 25 poinis. All were PHS
tecords. She also led the team in face-offs and ground bals won. Coach Hayes said of Lucy "She was an
exceptional player and helped build the girls® lacrosse program’”.

‘Afier graduation Lucy became the first PHS girl lacrosse player to play lacrosse at a Division I
school. She made the U Mass Ambherst team as a walk-on.
