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Leowas always a middle infielder in baseball and seemed equally comfortable on
either side of second base. He was a three-year varsity starer, team captain as a senior,
and batted over 350 in both his junior and senior campaigns, Leo was named to almost
everylocal all-star team as a senor.

Leo played quarterback and outside linebacker in football and led the Tanners to.a
7-2 record as a senior. Only an upset loss to Saugus on Thanksgiving Day prevented Pea-
body from claiming the Class A Championship. Leo was named to many local allstar
teams and was selected to be the starting QB in the 1960 Tolio Bowl.

Leo also played two years of varsity basketball while attending PFES, but when he
enrolled at Salem State College he took up a new sport soccer. He played on the varsity
for four years, served as "captain” his senior year, and led the team in scoring as both a
junior and a senior. Leo also played three years of varsity baseball while at Salem State and
after graduation played several years of high-level semi-pro baseball and soccer.

Leo retired from teaching in 2004 after giving forty years of faithful service to PHS/.
PVMHS mostly as the Director of Library Activities.

‘The Peabody School System was also enriched by Leo's coaching; contributions. Leo
founded the Tanners varsity soccer program and served as the boys'terinis coach for
twenty-three years. His teams won over two hundred matches and qualified for the state
tournament in twelve consecutive years. The Tanners won numerous league champion-
ships and Leo was selected as "conch of the year" several times.

Leo has five children and two grandchildren. He is married to long-time PVMHS
administrator, Elaine Espindle, who is currently the Superintendent of Schools in Dracut.

All the Espindle boys are very thankful to their parents, Leo and Libby, for their
guidance, support and love. Although they have both passed to their heavenly reward
everyone knows they would be very happy and proud of their sons this evening.
