1930'. A four year starter at fullback, George was not your ordinary running back. He was
a crushing runner who was extremely difficult to tackle. In 1933 as a sophmore, he blocked
three punts against Beverly tolead the Tanners to a 26-0 victory. That was Peabody’s first win
over the Garden City in five years. As a senior,in fact, he set the rushing record for Peabody
High School that would last until 1965 when it was broken by Dan Dullea.

Coach Seeglitz selected George to be his first captain at Peabody High School because
of his tough, two-way play (he was also a game-dominating lineman) and because he was a
leader both onand off thefield. For his outstanding play George was named All-Scholastichis
senior year.

‘After high school George remained in Peabody and became very active in community
affairs. The long-time owner of the Wardhust Restaurant, George is still a very visible and
active presence in his native city.
