“Ankle injuries cut short his professional basketball career bt he became a partfime scout
forthe Celtics and also served a stint as the color commentator on radi and television broadcasts
of Boston Celtics games with the legendary Johnny Most. He was hired by the Celtics 2 ful time
Scout in 1988 and served as head scout from 191 {0 1997, His responsiblities included the evalua-
tion of college, CBA, and NBA talent.

Rick served as the head basketball coach at PVMEHS from 1970 o 1980. The success of his
teams during that time produced a glitering 135-67 career record and participation in the State
Tournament and Tech Tournament during seven of those eleven years. Rick was also a highly
respected English teacher at Peabody form 1970 to 1983. Thee of Rick's former players, Peter
Tucker, Gary Linehan, and Dave Bettencourt are lso being inducted into the Hall of Fame this
evening which undoubtedly makes the event extra special for all concerned..
