In fact, Grevelis made his mark in two
sports at Peabody High: rack and fied and footbalL To wit e stil olds the school record i the S0-meter
high hurdles at 6.4 seconds which he firs set at the 1982 State Coaches Meet and duplicated later that season.

In footbal, the -0, 210-pound Grevelis was injury-plagued his senior yeas, missing hlf of the Salem
game, the Somerville game, playing orly defense against Brockton, and suffering  concussion against
Medford. Ttwas a touigh year, but it ended gloriously for Grevelis and the Tanners undir new coach Bd
Nizwantowski, as Grevels produced his two longest scoring runs; 63 and 60 yards, on s ist two carries
carly inthe first half and Peabody shut out visiting Saugus, 12, on Thanksgiving; Day. Hie ot only accourted
for both touchdowns, but racked up 157 yards rushing. Ted got the game ball and all the headiines.

Tt was the second straight year Greveli had haunted Saugus. He had a touchdown reception and an
intercepion the previous year in Art Adamopoulos’ast game. "We only won thee or four garmes my senior
year, so we wee glad to win one for Niz. 1 can recal the great excitement,”said Grevelis. "We'd get crowds of
thousands for Thanksgiving, [ had a huge hole on the second one. Jeif Lewis (an end) madie a great downfield
block. Mike Murray or Dave Sapienza made the block on the first one.”

“The Turkey Day heroics paled in comparison to what Grevelis accomplished i track and field. "I set
the record in the semifina,then Ilost to & Brockion kid, but my poinis helped us win the title, 5o how could T
el bad for being second," he said. "We won the tate noor meet. We won just about everything that year:
the State Coaches, Division 1, the Mass. Relays,
all the big meets.  want to cedit Coach George Smyrnios for my success. He recommended I try the hurdles
because I had textbook form.” Grevelis was a two-time track captain and proud to perform on Peabody teams
that were undeleated three stzaight years in dual mests, indoors and outdoors

His dad, also named Ted, piayed footballfor the legendary Bll Seeglitz. His uncle, Jim,starred in
basketball and football and another uncl, Nick, played golf and basketball at PVMHS and is now a golf pro in
Marieta, Ga

Grevelislives in Shakopee, Minn, with his wife, Theri, and sons, Garrett, Benjamin and Forest.
