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ARTHUR ADAMOPOULOS
Class of 1945

By thetime Arthur Adamopoulosfinished his Peabody High coaching career i 1981, his teams
had compiled aremarkable 129-60-7 record and he had become the winningest football coach n Tanner
history. His players were always wellschooled in the basics.  As far as Arthur was concerned,
fundamental blocking and tacKling techniques were always the most important skill to be mastered
onthe feld. Butoffthe field, being a quality human being and acquiring an education were even more
important goals which he wantedall his payers to atain

Asthur wasthe hard-nose center on the 1944 State Championship Peabody High'School fotball
team. That team would upset the undefeated championship Saugus Sachems in a post season game.
which gave birth o one of the best Thanksgiving Day rivalries in Massachusetts. Whilein high school
Arthur was also the captain of the basketball team and the Tanners top rebounder.

‘After graduating from Peabody High School in 1945, Arthurattended the University of Rhode
Island. At URL, Arthur continued his athleic pursuits playing both football and basketball. After
attaining his degree from URI, Arthur entered the field of education. His love of sports soon led him
into coaching, He was named head coach of Plainfield, Connecticut, where he served for four years.
Arthur eventually found an opening at his alma mater, and returned home. He taugh science and
became an assistant football coach.

In 1961 Arthur was named head football coach of the Taners. His first season started slowly
because the Tanners had to learn new offensive and defensive schemes. They dropped their irs three
games but then won thelast sixina row. The Tannersalso had to battle through several years of double
sessions PHS before eventually hitting ther stride and playing Adamopoulos-style football.

His 1968team rang upa7-1-1 record and this was followed by a9-0-0 State Championshipteam
in1969. This squad is generally acknowledged tobe oneof the finest teams in PHS history. Arthurtook
great pride n defense and 58 of his 129 wins were by shutouts. His great 1976 team,for example, had.
a record of 901 and won eight games by shutouts

Asthur ended his coaching career with eleven consecutive winning seasons. He had two
undefeated teams and five teams tha lostonly once. Inthe Greater Boston League, he was 48-10-2 with
24 shutouts. For his remarkable contribution to high school football, Arthur was named to the
Massachusetts State Football Coaches Hall of Fame in 1985, Arthur and his wife Desi reside in
Groveland and have two sons - William and Charles.
