Ken Farrar was a dominate, poerful, lineman for Coach Ed Nizwantowsk's nationally-ranked football
teams of the late 1990's. Under Niz's tutelage, Ken developed from an inexpericnced freshman (0 a 6'5” 300
‘pound behemoth fineman who was a blocking fower of strength. Ken wil always be remembercd as one of the
best ever to represent the blue and white of Peabody on the gridiron. His blocking opened huge hales for fellow
Hall of Famer, Frank Candell, and camed Ken both the Boston Globe and Boston Herald all-scholastic honors,
a3 well 5,  spot on the Lynn tem All-Sta squad. Ken was named a high school All-American, one of the very
2w from Peabody ever t gain that honor. A captain and a two-year starter, Ken was chosen o play in both the.
Apganis and Shriners football games, He also used his strength and agility by competing i the shot put on the
track team,

Ken carned a ful football scholarship to the Uiversity of Richmond and was a three-year starier who
captained the Spiders in his senior year. He eamed allleague honors and was named to the divisional All-
American téam as an honorable mention. Ken is one of a just handful of Peabody athlctes who attained All-
‘American staus in both high school and collge.

Following his college career, Ken signed o5 a free agent with the Baltimore Ravens of the National
Football League and was the last player cut in the preseason that year. He was also drafed by the Barcelon
Dragons of the NFL Europe and played, briefly, with the Chicago and Norfolk teams inthe Arena League.

To quote former Richmond head football coach Jim Reid, “you would be proud to call Kenny Farrar your
son, he has the quaites to fook for. He's tough, hard-nosed, and a vicious compeitor, but you will ot find a
more caring, sensitive and wonderful person.” That quate covers it all when you remember Ken as a Peabody

Afer his playing days were over, Ken continued {0 be involved in the game that he excelled at by
cosching at the college level. He was an essistant coach at the University of Richmond, the University of
Charleston, and Assumption College. He also had many atiles on his philosophy of coaching published and was
a speaker i many clinies around the nation

Ken Farar passed away suddenly and much too carly in his lfe in 2010, He was a giant of a man with an
even bigger heart and would be humbled to know of his selection to Peabody’s Athletic Hall of Fame, a
institution he revered. Ken's grandmoher, Janice MeCarthy, his family, and his many frends and teammates are
Happy and proud that he is being recognized as one of Peabody’s football greats.
