John wasa three sports star in high school. Asa guard on the basketball team, John was
theleading scorer. In baseball John was the captain of the team and aleading hitter n the Essex
County League.

Football may have been John's best sport in high school. He played end and was one
of the leading scorers in the state. During the 1930', football was basically a running game so
John's scoring prowess s a considerable accomplishment. There were two games that stand.
out in John's illustrious high school career. As a junior his team defeated state champion
Everettin a post season charity game 19-0. Then as a senior he led his team to 2 32-0 victory
‘over Portsmouth, New Hampshire. His senior year the team was called the "Pulverizing Poles”
‘because of the number of Polish players on the team. For his great career John was named a
high school All-Scholastic.

John attended the College of the Holy Cross where he continued his athletic excellence.
After college John became a noted funeral director in Peabody. He continued playing and
‘coaching basebal in the city for many years including a stint as manager of the St. Michael's
Club in the Peabody Intra-City League.
