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Gireg Welch was a standout three-sport student-athlete at Peabody High School at a time when
Peabody had one of the best athletic programs in the state. He captained the lacrosse and soccer teams
his senior year and was @ member of some very g0od basketball teams during his carcer. Greg's
athleticism and competitiveness were a major reason why every PHS team that he played on during his
junior and senior years made it o the state tournament and all of them made it past the first round of the
post-season.

Greg's greatest accomplishments happened on the lacrosse field. Under coach, Kevin Houlden,
the Tanners won back-to-back Greater Boston League tiles in 2002 and 2003, Greg led the league in
scoring both years and was league MVP in 2003. He was also selected as a high school All-American,
the firs ever for the tradition-ich PHS lacrosse program. A Globe and Herald all-scholasti, Greg also
was 2 3-time EMASS all-star, Greg left his mark in the PHS lacrosse record book, as he became the all-
time leading scorer in the program s history with 129 goals and 96 assists for a total of 225 points.

Current lacrosse_coach Tony O'Donnell recalls Greg as “the finest lacrosse player of his
generation and one of, if not, the greatest players ever 10 play at PHS”. Greg had the ability to sec the
fild extremely well and always made the right decision with or without the ball

Greg was also a Greater Boston League All-Star in soccer and was awarded the prestigious
‘Spring Tanner Award in his senior year.

Upon graduation, Greg went on (o play four years at lacrosse powerhouse Springfield College
where he helped lead his team (0 three league titles and three NCAA tournament berths. He was voted
team captain his senior year and Springfield advanced o the sweet 16 where they lost a close game to
the, eventual, national runner-up Cortland State. Greg ended his college career by being selccted to play
in the NEILA all-star game.

Gireg attibutes his success to his supportive family, his high school coaches, and his fellow
teammates. He feels each sport made him a better and smarter athlete. He would like to thank former
head coach, Kevin Houlden, current head coach Tony O"Donnell (who was an assistant under Houlden),
and lacrosse program founder Bob Danish for giving him the opportunity to succeed.
