George Kinmaly posted an impressive 137-71-31 record from 1972 o 1984 asthe hockey
coach at Peabocy High School. During his tenure, the Tanners captured three Greater Boston.
League championships and went o the State Tousnament six imes. Shortly after his retirement
from coaching, George was inducted ino the Massachusets Hockey Coaches Hall o Fame -a
wwanderful horor afforded him by his peers.

‘George was borm in Wintheop in 1936 and grew up i East Boston. He graduated from
Boston English High School in 1953 where he was an outstanding athlete and was lter inducted
into their Hall of Fame. After attending Hebron Academy, George entered the United States M-
tine Corps in 1956 where he served for two years. Upon hs retur from the military, e attended
Tufts University where he excelled in ootball and hockey. He graduated from Tults Universiy in
1962 and laer earned his Masters Deree from Salem State College.

Kinnaly was an English teacher at Beverly High School fo thirty-seven years and the
hockey coach there from 1962-1972. George's main love was teaching, whether it wasin the clas-
so0m, o the playing field, or i the rink. He lways encouraged his students to use their full
capabilties and talens to chieve and succeed. As one of his former players, Bob Gillgan, stated,
“He made everyone on the team fel involved and important. His success was how he molded us
allinto being better people. He knew how to handle individual kids. He was a clas guy!”

Beyond wins and losses, Coach Kinnaly's greatest impact was the nfluence that h had on
several of his former players who went on to coach and inspire other hockey players. His tradition
of excellence lives on.

‘George Kinnaly is survived by three sons, Edward, Michael, and Paul, his wife Keri, his
former wife, Eleanor, his sister, Theresa Treacy, and his granddaughter Samanta Kinnaly.
