{aken out when it became a out. He was known for his hat ticks or the Tanners, scoring 29 goals and 18
‘assists a a senfor when he was named MV and received the Chartie Carln award for being the most outstanding
Player for the Tanners i the Carlin Cup game.

"M fcrce competitor and leader, Kimball was named a GBL All-Sta and received that same recognition
from the Salem News, Lynn Item, and Peabody Times. He was the leading scorer in the league as a snior and
had st east one goal o asist i every game with five goals on two occasions and het tricks in three others.

“After spending a year playing both hockey and baseball at Worcester Academy he went on to lead the
Fitchburg State College hockey team to two ECAC championships including one in his senior yearin 1996 when
he le the Falcons tothe Division 3 North/South/Central ile with four key assists n wins over St. Michael’,
Skidmore, and UMass-Dartmouth.

Hockey was not the only sport Kirmball excelled in. He batted 308 with 11 RBI, ix extra base hits, and
two home runs (the only homers hit by the Tannersin 1991) to lead coach Ed Nizwantowski's team to the MIAA
Division 1 North tournamet. One of his homers, a solo sha,sparked the Tanners 4-2 upset win over previously
umbeaten Medford in GBL action. He and teammate Mark Bettencour, whois now coach of the Tanners, were the
ol two threc-year varsity players on the squad. He did whatever he could o help his team with stolen bases and
Sacrifice fles to score runs as well a being a power hiter.

imbal had a rife for an arm, and few runnerstesed i after he threvw out several from center field. He
went on to hit 340 for the Worcester Acadermy Hillioppers, getting 17 hitsin 50 at bat. In hockey he continued
his prolifc scoring with 18 goals and 15 ssists,scoring a pair of goal in a championship game and averaging
o or more poins per game.

"He was  valusble four-year player forthe Falcons at itchburg, laying 67 games with 19 goals and 23
asssts for 42 points and a plus 10 rating. The communications major was known for his aggressive style of plays
Something he developed while playing i the tough GBL.

“Afte graduating he had an internship at Channel 7 sports, and aferreceiving his Associate’s Degree in
Fire Science from North Shore Communty College, he was swor in as a Peabody firefightr.

Now a Captain he hs received several commendations including the Heroic Award for his bravery on
December 11,2011, and Firefighter of the Year in 2012,

Kimball is married to a Peabody gil, Stacy (St. Perte), andthey have two daughters Gracie and Emma.
