‘where she captained the field hockey team and graduated in 1980.

‘After graduating from UVM, she returned to help coach field hockey at PYMHS, before going
back to Saint Michael's as an assistant coach. She was named the varsity field hockey coach at St
Michael's in 1985. When she took over the program, the team had not recorded a wining season since
1981, Anne tuned things around inless than two years,leading her team toa7-6-1 markin 1986. Since
then the Lady Knights have rung up nine consecutive winning seasors.

Anneis currently in her 12th year as head coach of the Division Il Saint Michael's College feld
hockeyteam. She was the irst NCAA Division Il coach in New England -and only the ifth n thenation
-toachieve the 100 career victory platcau (1995) and is the winningest coach in Saint Michael' history.
Herteams have earned berths in the ECAC Championships six times and have been nationally ranked
in every season since 1989. Anne's Lady Knights won the ECAC Championship in 1988.

In addition o leading her college prograr to great hghts, Anne is a kindergarten teacher at
the Orchard School in South Burlington, Vermont.
