‘Bornin Russia, Maxiemoved toMexico with his family while he was a young boy. After
ayear and a half in Mexico, Maxie's family moved to Peabody. Because of the time he spent
inMexicohewasnicknamed Mex. However, anewspaper reporter mistakenly referred to him
a5 Max and a life long nickname was born.

Max was an outstanding open field runner in football. He had great speed and the
ability tomake defensive players miss tackles. He was the team'sleading rusher and scorerin
1941 and most of his touchdowns were long runs. The newspapers of the day called him
“shifty, clever & agile". His exploits on the gridiron led Maxie to be named to several All-
Scholastic teams. The team finished the season with 8 wins and 3 losses. They also had the
distinction of playing twoNew York teams. In the game against White Plains, New York, Max
had the crowd on it feet with a "dazzling 89 yard touchdown run’.

After high school Maxie served in World War 1. Helater would marry and many of his
children and grandchildren have played prominent roles on the sports'teams of Peabody High
School.
