Daring the first decade of the 20 centry, the most prosminent thet onthe North Shore, an oneof
e most famous thetsin th state s Chick Daves. Chickwas highschoolphenom,atar baseball player
wh excelled at many postions bt became amous 5. pichr.Inhissnioryearn 1910, he led the Tanners o
bothheNorthShore League and MiddleseLeague Chanplonship. Th chifcompetiton orPeabody wasarch
ival e, and the two eams playe each othe twice during ch seson. Davies would always pitch both
games. In front f acrowd of 000 ansan Memoral Dy h defestd Saern 8 -7. On Flag Day he st gome
o he sezson an the game 0 determine e e championshi, Chick hured a one hiter with 4000 fars in
Sitendance a5 PHS won 1-0. Chick didt know i but mijor leage scouts had been fllowing hi.

‘Nie saring college at what i today the University of Massachusetts, Chick was igred by the
Phiadelphia Americans, e and managed b theleendary Connie Mack. Hiined the A' i ime fr the
1914 seskon and Conie Mack called Chick e mos exciing young player since Eddie Collins to fin the
Phiadelphis Amercans The Americas tr changed hie et he Aihlticsand Edaie Colins (o whom
Davies had been compared) would evetualybe et o the Bsebal all of Fame.

Chick ws presnted a specil whit buckskin blazer,flowers,
1ugeage, and 15Din gold. In 191 Chick was forunat enough o play n the World Sere. Chick aso plyed
for he ' during the 1915 esson, bt soon anintorouble ith Connie Mack. Mack was norious (01 beng
extremelyrogaland refused opay is playestheslaryhat lher eams werepayin. Chicksaid hecontd make
more money ouside f rofessonal bsebalso e quit, Davieswent back o schoo and became chemist. He
would e be amed baseball conch of PHS n 191730 e the Tanners . eage champlonship.

By nov, however,
Revwasnis i hirtiesand wasnoth ame playerhe had been nhisyouth. After th 1926 seson, Chick gave
uphisdream o laying profesionlbascbal. He returmed to Pesbocy an playedseveral more years s semi-
pro player. Following s retiremen from bscbal,Davies wrot a bok entiled The AL af Piching which
Eonphasied the imporance of psychology 1o sucessul pitchin. I the opnion of many old-timers Lloyd
“Chick Davies was the greatest baseball player to have ever played for the Peabody High School Tanners. He
ased away in 1974 a he ageofeghty-one.
