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Peter was arguably the most game-dominating big man in the entire history of
Peabody High School basketball. He was one of those string-bean leapers who soared over
everyone else on the floor to claim both offensive and defensive rebounds as his own. In
the course of his high school career, Peter scored well over 1,000 points while playing for
the Rick Weitzman coached Tanners. During his senior year he averaged over twenty-
three points and twenty rebounds per game and also was elected team Captain.

With Peter and his younger brother Rich banging the boards and scoring inside, and
Peter Leonard swishing longrrange jumpers from the wings, most people considered the
‘Tanners to be the dominant boys" basket the North Shore. In a breath-taking
two game eruption, Tucker poured ipt%5 points and amassed 32 rebounds with 16 blocked
shots against Marblehead. He followed thatdisplay with a 41 point, 22 rebound perfor-
‘mance against Lowell. When Peter was at the top of his game, he was virtually unstop-
‘pable. I both his junior and senior years he was named to all the North Shore and Greater
Boston All-Star and All-Scholastic teams.

Despite the factthat Peter's high school career is more than twenty-five years behind
him, many of his records remain unchallenged. Peter still resides in Peabody.
