‘Gus was the prototype lineman. A big, strong, quick, athlete with soft hands, Gus played end
‘on the Tanner football teams of 1921-23. During that time the Tanners went 11-0, 5-2-3, and 8-
12 They won two North Shore League championships and played Charleston, South
Carolina, twice in post season encounters. Peabody lost in 1921 but won the rematch in 1922-

Two of the biggest games of that era were against Lynn Classical. In 1921 Peabody
defeated Classical 21-0 in a game played at Emerson Park. This victory enabled the Tanners
tobeselected toplay in Charleston, South Carolina. Then, ina1923 playoff game, Classical was
‘winning 107 with only minutes to play. Deep in their own end of the field Classical elected
t0 punt rather than take a safety. Walter Gray blocked the punt and Gus fell on itin the end
zone to give Peabody a hard fought 13-10 victory.

‘Gus wasalsoa hard hitting left felder for the Tanners'baseball team. Helater atiended
Salem State College where he played basketball and was the captain of the varsity his senior

After college Gus returned to Peabody High where he taught and becamean adminis-
trator for thirty-nine years. He served in World War I and was 2 high school football official
for many years.
