Ed was a truly outstanding student-athlete who played both football and baseball for
Peabody High School. As captain of the football team he led the Tanners toleague itlesin 1919
and 1920. Atthat ime the Peabody football team was recognized asa tate power. Ed was also
an outstanding baseball player and is remembered as a fearsome power hitter.

After high school Ed attended the University of New Hampshire where he was captain
of both the football and baseball teams. Ed set an NCAA record for kick returns that lasted
‘more than 50 years. For these accomplishments he was inducted into the UNH Hall of Fame.

After college Ed went on to play semi pro football for the legendary University of
Peabody team. He also played professional baseball or the Pittsfield Red Sox.

Ed served asa teacher and coach at Peabody High School for over forty years. One of
his biggest victories was defeating state champion Everett in a 1933 post season game 19-0.

Ed O'Connor coached two individuals, Bill Cronin and John Dzierzak, who are also
beinginducted into the Hall of Fame tonight. Additionally, Ed was maried to the late Helen
Riley O'Connor also an inductee.

Ed O'Connor passed away on October 11, 1975.
