Steve was always one of those quiet athletes who led strctly by example. His gentlemanly
demeanor, however, masked a fiery competitive desire which was evident to teammates and
opponents alike.

Steve played four years of both basketball and baseball while atending Peabody High. He was
ahard-hitting outfielder and a dominant pitcher in basebal. His smooth fielding styleand early jump
on ly balls made difficult plays seem routine. Steve was the best hitter on the team, one of the best in
the old Essex County League, and led the Tanners to the League Championship and the state
toumament in 1952. Heactually ptched the Tanners o thestate inals which were played at old Braves
feld - which is now part o the Boston University sports comple.

Sarowsky's natural athletic talents also made him an outstanding basketball player. He was
elected team captain his senior year and, as a forward-guard swing man, led the Tanners in scoring
virtually every game. Heactually poured i thirty-six points ina game against Gloucester and led the
Essex county League in scoring with 250 points. Steve was also a tenacious defensive player and was
‘sually assigned to guard the opponent’ top scorer.

Steve was named o every North Shore All-Star team and several All-Scholastic teams i both
basketball and baseball during his janior and senior years.

‘Afier graduation from P.H.S, Steve played semi-pro baseball in a number of local leagues for
such dominant teams as Verza Leather and the Friscoes A.C... He was considered to be one o the top
pitchers on the North Shore with his sharp breaking assortment of curve balls and a sneaky fastball.
Steve later served as  player-coach in the Danvers Twilight League at a ime when it was the oldest,
continually operating semi-pro league inthe country. Stevealso volnteered hisservices asa coachto
the Danvers Youth Football League for several years

Sarowsky credits his grammar school coach Tom Callahan and fellow Hall of Famer Lou
Surmanasindividuals whohada positivenfluence on his life. One would have o search longand hard
o ind better role models. Steve i retred from the Eastman Gelatin Corporation in Peabody and is
currently working part-time a the Newburyport Superior Courthouse.
